or lateral movement of the structure resulting from hydrodynamic and hydrostatic
loads, including the effects of buoyancy,
(if) be constructed with materials resistant to flood damage,

(iii) be constructed by methods and practices that minimize flood damages,

(iv) be constructed with electrical, heating, ventilation, plumbing, and air
conditioning equipment, and other service facilities that are designed and/or located
so as to prevent water from entering or accumulating within the components during
conditions of flooding.

Item II.

Where new or replacement water and sewer systems (including on-site systems) are proposed in a
special flood hazard area the applicant shall provide the Building Inspector with assurance that these
systems will be designed to minimize or eliminate infiltration of flood waters into the systems and
discharges from the systems into flood waters, and on-site waste disposal systems will be located to
avoid impairment to them or contamination from them during periods of flooding.

Item III.

For all new or substantially improved structures located in Zones A, A1-30, AE, A0 or AH, the
applicant shall furnish the following information to the building inspector:
(a) the as-built elevation (in relation to NGVD) of the lowest floor
(including basement) and include whether or not such structures
contain a basement.
(b) if the structure has been floodproofed, the as-built elevation (in
relation to NGVD) to which the structure was floodproofed.

() any certification of floodproofing.

The Building Inspector shall maintain for public inspection, and shall furnish such information upon
request.

Recreational vehicles placed on sites within Zones A1-30, AH and AE shall either (i) be on the site
for fewer than 180 consecutive days, (ii) be fully licensed and ready for highway use, or (iii) meet all
standards of section 60.3 (b) (1) of the National Flood Insurance Program Regulations and the
elevation and anchoring requirements for "manufactured homes" in paragraph (c) (6) of section 60.3

Item IV.

The Building Inspector shall not grant a building permit until the applicant certifies that all necessary
permits have been received from those governmental agencies from which approval is required by
federal or state law, including Section 404 of the Federal Water Pollution Control Act Amendments
